Cathey asked that Park Board members help with all events that they could whenever possible.  Asked especially for more help with Farmers Market, which ran May-September from 8am-noon.
Wants to start having “field trips” to the park on occasion and to be more visible to the public.

Asked about doing floats and/or parades, both at Harrah Day and Christmas in the Park.

AGENDA ITEM#7-2020-2021 BUDGET RECOMMENDATION REVIEW.
Cathey began by addressing the list of items recommended for this budget year and asked City Manager where we were on these. 

Banner stands-These will be completed before July 1, 2021.
Water fountains-He will have these in before July 1, 2021.

Picnic tables-will get these ordered.

Retaining wall and erosion around pond-there is no funding for this at this time.

Storage building-has been done.

Christmas Tree-has been purchased.

Park signage improvements-will have Chris work on this.

Plants for Lions Park-did not get grant this year but will try again next budget year.

Handicapped swing-Clayton will make sure this is done soon.
Wi-Fi-Clayton stated that our IT department had worked on this issue for Heritage Park, however there are still some dead spots at the south end.  We will have it looked at again.
